Between December 2019 and November 2020 there has 

been 724,998kg of meat rejected from the U.S. 

(According to the USDA FSIS). 

Products are rejected due to Invalid Shipping Marks, 

Shipping Damage or Invalid Inspection Certificates. 

Rejected meat is either destroyed or turned into 

processed pet food which equates to a huge loss for the 

company. 

This costs the Australian Meat Industry millions every 

year and can mean that businesses will have to recoup 

their costs because a simple error. All this can be avoided 

through Meat Messaging. 

A simple search using the barcode number through the 

app means you can download the consignment report 

information and present it to the FSIS representative on 

the spot.
